Public relations in event marketing for the Sri Lankan entertainment industry
plays a crucial role in driving event success, particularly in creating unique and
high-quality musical experiences. ‘NaadhaGama’ stands out as an exceptional
musical event in Sri Lanka, successfully engaging a young audience through
innovative concepts and maintaining quality by blending cultural and emotional
strategies with outstanding musical performances. The research aimed to identify
diverse PR strategies utilized within Sri Lankan entertainment event marketing,
evaluate their effectiveness, and develop tailored recommendations for
optimizing these strategies. The core problem addressed was whether the PR
strategies employed in NaadhaGama’s event marketing contributed to the event’s
success. Methodologically, the study employed semi-structured in-depth
interviews with organizers, and the event attendees, analyzed through thematic
analysis. Purposive sampling was used to select event organizers and attendees.
The findings revealed that ‘NaadhaGama’ created connections by appealing to
the nostalgic “village” settings that reached back into the cultural history of its
audiences.

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RURAL POVERTY AND SMALL-SCALE GEM MINING (SPECIAL
REFERENCE TO HOPITIGALA VILLAGE, IN RATNAPURA
DISTRICT)

An increase in the poverty rate has a direct impact on the economic growth and
development of a country. According to World Bank Report Sri Lanka’s poverty is
projected to increase to 27.9 percent in 2023 from 25 percent in 2022. Sri Lanka’s
gem industry can be introduced as one of the strategies that can be used to reduce
poverty in the rural sector. Among them, attention should be paid to the small- scale
gem industry. When considering the small- scale gem industry, it can be divided into
two parts as small- scale gem trading and small- scale gem mining. It is the workers
who are engaged in small- scale mining rather than the traders who sell gems on a
small-scale who are most affected by poverty. Gems are a popular mineral resource
all over the world and are also widely distributed in Sri Lanka. Sri Lanka has a long
history of gemstones, and the gems of Ratnapura are famous all over the world.
Accordingly, the research problem of this thesis is to study whether rural poverty can
be reduced by developing small- scale gem mining industry. Accordingly, to find
solutions to this problem, research has been done based on three objectives. That is
to identify the causes of rural poverty in Sri Lanka and research study area (reasons),
to identify whether rural poverty can be reduced through the small- scale gem mining
industry (impact), and to identify what remedies can be applied through the small-
scale gem mining industry to mitigate rural poverty (solutions). According to the
research methodology, a sample of 60 people was randomly selected from Hopitigala
village in Gangulwitiya Grama Niladhari Division of Elapatha Divisional Secretariat
in Ratnapura district and data analysis was done under descriptive statistical and
econometrics analysis (multiple regression analysis) methods. There, factors such as
the education level, age, gender, nature of profession etc. have been taken into
consideration. The factors and reasons that cause the poverty in Sri Lanka and gem
miners in research area are lack of proper education level, less labor contribution of
women compared to men, exploitation of labor in gem industry, lack of sufficient
resources and capital for mining, problem of shares distribution in gem industry etc.
can be pointed out. In order to reduce rural poverty, providing incentives related to
the gem industry, encouraging the people in gem mining areas, expanding the gem
and jewelry industry in areas that receive and do not find gems, introduce training
courses to unemployment women and youth in gem and non-gem mining areas,
introducing gem exhibitions and research institutes, encourage people to engage in
the gem industry as self- employment, and many solutions can be taken to mitigate
rural poverty and develop gem industry. The research findings are that education level
has no direct relationship with gem mining, but factors such as age, gender and
service time have a strong relationship with gem mining.

Youth aged 15 to 24 play a vital role in economic transformation, yet high youth
unemployment in Sri Lanka worsens poverty, reduces productivity, and increases
social costs. Despite a 4.7% unemployment rate, skill-job mismatches limit
employment opportunities. The research problem examines how youth
unemployment contributes to poverty in Galenbindunuwewa, identifying socio-
economic factors that exacerbate the issue. The objective is to examine the impact of
youth unemployment on poverty in Galenbindunuwewa, Sri Lanka. It seeks to
identify socio-economic factors such as educational attainment, skill mismatches, and
limited local opportunities, and assess their role in exacerbating poverty. This study
adopts a mixed-methods approach, collecting primary data from 100 households
through structured questionnaires and secondary data from reports. Quantitative data
were analyzed using statistics, while qualitative data underwent thematic analysis.
The research found that youth unemployment in the region is driven by low
educational attainment, skill mismatches, and limited local economic opportunities.
These factors lead to high unemployment, reduced income, increased dependency
ratios, and worsening poverty, exacerbated by a lack of vocational training aligned
with market demands. The study emphasizes that limited local economic
opportunities, lack of industries, and reliance on agriculture push youth to migrate,
depleting the workforce. The mismatch between youth skills and job market demands
perpetuates unemployment, contributing to the ongoing poverty cycle in the region.
The study suggests that vocational training, improved educational infrastructure, and
local economic development initiatives can reduce youth unemployment. Tailored
vocational programs would equip youth with relevant skills, while local development
efforts can create jobs, reduce migration, and encourage youth to stay, alleviating
poverty. Based on the results, youth unemployment in Galenbindunuwewa drives
poverty, worsened by factors such as inadequate education, skill mismatches, and
limited local opportunities. Targeted interventions, including vocational training,
education reforms, and economic development, are crucial for sustainable
development.

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STUDY ON HOW THE LEARNING ENVIRONMENT OF PRIMARY
GRADES IN SRI LANKA AFFECTS THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE
EDUCATIONAL PROCESS.

Education is regarded as of paramount importance globally, with primary
education serving as a cornerstone for future academic success. For education
to be effective, a conducive learning environment is required, and this is
particularly true for primary grades in Sri Lanka. However, many schools face
challenging conditions that negatively impact the learning environment. This
study highlights the critical need for enhancing the learning environment in
primary schools across Sri Lanka, which is essential for effective education.
Conducted in four schools (Hindagala Sivali Maha Vidyalaya, Peradeniya
Wimala Dharmasuriya Vidyalaya, Haragama Gurudeniya Vidyalaya, and
Rasindev Vidyalaya), the research aimed to investigate existing challenges
and propose solutions. In seeking information about how this learning
environment influences the success of the learning and teaching process, Data
were gathered from sixty primary students and twenty-five teachers using oral
questionnaires and interviews, providing a comprehensive view of the current
conditions. The findings reveal significant deficiencies in educational
facilities, including inadequate resources, lack of learning aids, and
insufficient physical infrastructure. Additionally, issues like excessive
urbanization have limited the natural elements in schools, an aspect that could
positively impact student learning. The absence of modern technological
resources further complicates the situation, as these tools are increasingly
crucial in today’s educational landscape. Both teachers and students expressed
concerns about these challenging conditions. As a result of this, it was
concluded that a very good environment is needed for the learning process.
Based on these insights, the study recommends enhancing classrooms with
adequate physical resources, modern learning equipment, and inclusive spaces
that cater to diverse needs. Additionally, integrating nature, fostering a
friendly, free environment, and incorporating hands-on activities are crucial
steps. Implementing these improvements would help create a more effective
and enriching primary grade education system, better supporting students and
teachers in Sri Lanka.

SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENT

Project-based learning is a method of teaching in which students acquire
knowledge, skills, and attitudes by engaging in meaningful, real-world projects.
Project-based learning has gained prominence as an innovative educational
approach aimed at promoting entrepreneurship skills among students in modern
times. Accordingly, this study bridges the gap between traditional learning
methods and the field of literature. Additionally, the research gap illustrates, the
need for entrepreneurial skills in an ever-changing global economy. The study's
objective is to explore how project- based learning affects students'
entrepreneurial skills. That is, the study aims provide insight into the effectiveness
of project- based learning in fostering essential entrepreneurial skills.
Accordingly, in this study, data were collected through semi-structured interviews
with 20 members, including teachers, education officers, and students, within the
Walasmulla education zone using the qualitative research method. Apart from
this, project program reports were also examined to identify entrepreneurship
skills that should be developed in the school. Thematic analysis was used to
organize and interpret the data thus collected. Accordingly, the findings were
categorized into five main themes: creativity, critical thinking, collaboration, risk
taking, and self- efficacy. According to field data, it was clear that encouraging
innovative thinking and exploring multiple solutions to real-world problems
developed in students. The study found that project-based learning significantly
increases students' creativity. It was also evident that collaborative learning
contributes to the development of critical thinking and problem-solving skills as
students engage in complex tasks that require in-depth analysis and decision-
making. In addition, the study also highlighted collaboration, where students learn
to work effectively in teams, which is essential for entrepreneurial ventures. The
study concludes that project-based learning is effective in transforming traditional
education practices and equipping students with the entrepreneurial skills needed
for 21st- century success. The study also recommends integrating project-based
learning into the curriculum so as to foster innovative and self-reliant generations.

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TECHNOLOGY ASSISTED LANGUAGE LEARNING: AN
ANALYSIS OF THE TEACHER PERCEPTIONS AND
CHALLENGES IN COLOMBO DISTRICT, SRI LANKA

The integration of technology into language teaching has significantly
impacted on global education. Sri Lanka's education system has made strides
in incorporating technology into English language teaching and learning,
particularly through curriculum reforms. However, the actual implementation
of technology-assisted language learning (TALL) in government school
classrooms remains limited. This study aims to explore the perceptions and
challenges faced by English as a Second Language (ESL) teachers in Colombo
District in adopting TALL. A qualitative research approach was employed,
involving semi-structured interviews with 12 teachers. The data was analyzed
thematically, revealing three primary themes: pedagogical training, technical
support, and limitations and future adoption. The findings indicate that the
focus on examination performance often overshadows the potential of TALL
to create interactive and immersive learning environments. Moreover, the
study identified several challenges, including disparities in technological skills
between teachers and students, resistance to technology use in schools,
insufficient institutional support, technical difficulties, and resource
constraints. To effectively integrate technology into English language
classrooms, a comprehensive approach is needed, addressing these challenges
and promoting a shift towards student-centered learning. Future research
should investigate the efficacy of specific TALL programs and their impact
on student learning outcomes.

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EXPLORING THE POTENTIAL INTEGRATION OF SCHOOL
SOCIAL WORK AS AN INNOVATIVE PRACTICE FOR THE SRI
LANKAN EDUCATION SYSTEM

This study explores the untapped potential of integrating the school social
work practice as an innovative practice in education while school social work
has been reputable effectively globally, still it remains underdeveloped in Sri
Lanka. Even though there are support mechanisms including school
counseling, resource distribution, and child protection procedures, fail to
comprehensively address the needs of children with a lack of government
involvement. The objective of this study to explore how school social work
can be utilized as an innovative practice to address the well-being of school
children and existing support mechanisms in the Sri Lankan education system.
This qualitative study involved fourteen participants representing the different
stakeholders including parents, teachers, counselors, education officers, and
generic social workers in the Gampola education zone, selected through
purposive sampling and thematic analysis used to analyze data. The study
revealed several types of problems faced by school children including
educational, social, economic, emotional, physical, and mental health
problems which are interrelated but not addressed from a holistic view due to
the limitations of innovations and training, lack of funding, lack of awareness
among stakeholders of the highlights the significant gap between actual needs
of the system and the service provision where the innovative practice of school
social work can be applied using the direct and indirect methods of social
work at the micro, mezzo, and macro levels using the promotive, preventive,
rehabilitative, and curative initiatives using the multi-disciplinary approach
with the skills of advocacy, policy analysis, cultural competency, reflective
practice and collaborative skills by using ecological practice rather than the
traditional interventions. This study recommends a contextualized school
social work practice model for uplifting children's holistic well-being,
emphasizing the significance of integrating school social work initiatives as
an innovation to the education system in Sri Lanka.

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ASSESSING UNDERGRADUATES' PERCEPTIONS AND
ATTITUDES TOWARD WASTE AS A RESOURCE: A CASE STUDY
FROM RAJARATA UNIVERSITY OF SRI LANKA

Waste management is a critical global issue, with improper disposal
contributing to environmental degradation, resource depletion, and climate
change. Increasingly, waste is recognized as a resource through recycling,
waste-to-energy technologies, and the circular economy model. The success
of these initiatives depends on public perceptions and attitudes, particularly
among younger generations, who shape future environmental practices. This
study assessed the perceptions and attitudes of undergraduates at Rajarata
University of Sri Lanka toward waste as a resource, focusing on the Faculty
of Social Sciences and Humanities. A structured questionnaire was
administered to 114 undergraduates using purposive sampling to target arts
stream students. The study aimed to identify perceptions and attitudes, analyze
influencing factors, and propose strategies to enhance awareness and behavior.
A mixed-method approach, integrating qualitative and quantitative data, was
used. Statistical methods, including descriptive statistics, analyzed the data.
Findings revealed 98.2% of respondents view waste as a valuable resource,
and 100% agreed that recycling reduces pollution. While 63.2% participated
in recycling programs, only 60.5% were aware of local waste-to-energy
initiatives. Influencing factors included education, social norms, and
economic incentives. Notably, 73.7% indicated education shaped their views
on waste management, while 89.5% believed financial incentives would
motivate recycling. The study recommends enhancing educational programs,
promoting workshops, and fostering collaboration between universities and
local waste management organizations. These initiatives could foster positive
attitudes and behaviors toward sustainable waste management. Future
research should include other faculties for a broader understanding of
undergraduate attitudes across disciplines.
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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF METEOROLOGICAL DROUGHT
IN DRY, WET, AND INTERMEDIATE ZONES: A FOCUS ON
POLONNARUWA, KANDY AND KURUNEGALA

Drought is a major and far-reaching global challenge, particularly when it
comes to meteorological droughts, which are extended dry periods caused by
insufficient rainfall. This study aimed to compare the occurrence of
meteorological droughts in dry, wet, and intermediate zones in Sri Lanka,
focusing on Polonnaruwa, Kandy, and Kurunegala districts. The analysis was
based on 30 years of monthly rainfall data (1993-2023) obtained from the
Department of Meteorology of Sri Lanka (Colombo). Standard Precipitation
Index (SPI) was used to analyze the rainfall data and identify periods of
meteorological drought within these districts. The results revealed that
Polonnaruwa experienced drought conditions for 21 out of the past 30 years,
totaling 170 drought months, with most droughts (102 months) occurring
during the Southwest monsoon. In Kurunegala, only the year 2003 was
classified as a moderate drought year, with 56 months identified as moderate
drought periods, mostly during the Northeast monsoon. Interestingly, 15 of
the past 30 years were identified as wet years in the Kurunegala district. The
study also highlighted an increase in meteorological drought events in Kandy
over time, based on SPI findings. From 2007 to 2021 in Polonnaruwa, there
was a decrease in the Normalized Difference Vegetation Index (NDVI) and an
increase in Land Surface Temperature (LST). Both LST and meteorological
drought occurrences are increasing, indicating a positive correlation. Among
the three districts, Polonnaruwa was identified as the most vulnerable to
meteorological droughts. To reduce the impact of drought, the study suggests
measures like water recycling, the adoption of drought-resistant crops, and
increased reforestation efforts.

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A STUDY ON UNDERGRADUATES' AWARENESS OF
SUSTAINABLE WATER USAGE: A CASE STUDY ON MIHINTALE
HOSTEL PREMISES OF RAJARATA UNIVERSITY OF SRI LANKA

The efficient use of water can be a powerful tool to promote environmental
sustainability among undergraduates. With that, this study aims to identify the
awareness of sustainable water usage among undergraduates at the Mihintale
hostel premises at the Rajarata University of Sri Lanka. A structured
questionnaire was distributed to 75 undergraduate students of different faculties,
including all the hostels, with information about their knowledge, attitudes, and
behaviors related to water use in the hostel premises. Survey data provided
valuable insights regarding challenges like lack of proper water conservation
facilities, limited awareness, and low motivation, which might limit
undergraduates' sustainable water usage. Further, results revealed that 88% of the
undergraduates showed an understanding of the concept of sustainable water
usage, as measured by their ability to define the term and identify key practices
associated with it. Only 18.7% mentioned their knowledge as outstanding, while
52% expressed their understanding as average. 70.7% were aware of specific
practices for sustainable water use. That includes turning off the tap, taking short
showers, using a soapy sink to wash dishes, reporting leaks, choosing water-
efficient foods, etc. 70 undergraduates know to turn off the water until they
needed. The biggest challenges identified were inadequate water conservation
facilities (51.6%) and inadequate information (50%). Despite these challenges,
61.3% of respondents supported the installation of water conservation devices and
64% encouraged regular repair of water infrastructure. Therefore, this study
shows a considerable gap between awareness and actual practice. It also
underlines the necessity for institutional assistance to promote water-saving
behaviors. In conclusion, specific interventions such as awareness campaigns,
seminars, and infrastructure improvements are needed to overcome this gap and
develop sustainable water use among undergraduates at Mihintale hostel
premises. Thus, these findings provide a basis to develop approaches to increase
water conservation practices in university contexts.
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IMPACT OF TOURISM-DRIVEN LAND-USE CHANGES ON
TEMPERATURE PATTERNS IN HIKKADUWA, SRI LANKA

According to the findings of this study, there is a significant increase in
average temperature especially in urbanized areas compared to rural areas.
The analysis also highlights how urban heat island effects driven by increased
concrete surface area and vegetation cover contribute to localize warming.

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IMPACTS OF TOPOGRAPHIC AND CLIMATIC FACTORS ON
TEMPORAL AND SPATIAL CHANGES OF FLOODING - A CASE
STUDY FROM MATARA DISTRICT

Flooding is a natural hazard that becomes a disaster when the natural valley of
a river overflows into the floodplain area, causing damage to the lives and
properties of its residents. Flooding has recently become an annual occurrence
in Sri Lanka and has become a hazard that causes economic and social
damage. Therefore, this study was conducted to identify the impacts of
topography and rainfall on the temporal and spatial changes in flood hazard in
the Mulatiyana Divisional Secretariat Division (DSD) of Matara District. The
spatial and temporal changes of flooding in the area have been identified with
the integrated use of remote sensing data pertaining to flooding years 2003,
2017, 2019, 2020, 2021, and 2023 and Secondary data was related to the
number of victims affected by flooding, collected from Disaster Management
Centre of Mulatiyana DSD. Data analysis was accomplished by using Arc GIS
10.7 and Microsoft Excel Software. As per the study results, the area's altitude
extends from 50m to 450m from sea level. The study highlights that
topography and rainfall are decisive factors in flooding in Mulatiyana DSD.
The analysis of this research shows that 53-62% of the areas highly affected
by floods are located at 0-100 m elevation. The reason for that is because the
water flow is slow as those areas are plain terrain. Also, 8% of the least
affected areas are located at an elevation of 100-150 meters. Rainfall
distribution data indicate that high flood-risk areas receive 1302.48-1531.3
mm of rain, while medium-risk areas receive 1220.84-1457.8 mm, and least
affected areas receive 1139.2-1410.06 mm rainfall. These results underscore
the combined impact of flat terrain and heavy rainfall on flood risk in the
region. Based on these findings, it is recommended to enhance flood
mitigation strategies in Mulatiyana DSD by improving drainage infrastructure
in low-lying areas (0-100m elevation) and implementing better water
management practices to handle heavy rainfall, thus reducing flood risk.

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EVALUATING THE IMPACT OF COASTAL EROSION AND
HUMAN ACTIVITIES ON THE SUSTAINABILITY OF KALUTARA
CALIDO BEACH, SRI LANKA

Sri Lanka's coastal regions play a vital role in sustainable development,
supporting tourism, economic growth, and ecological balance. The western coast,
including Kalutara Calido Beach, faces significant challenges due to climate
change, coastal erosion, and human activities. This study aimed to assess the
environmental and human activity challenges facing Kalutara Calido Beach, to
provide an understanding of the sustainability of Calido Beach, and to make
recommendations for coastal management practices to reduce erosion and protect
the natural landscape for future generations. The study used secondary sources
including environmental assessments, academic research, Google Earth Pro and
Arc GIS software to assess the seasonal changes of the coastline, focusing on the
impact of natural forces and anthropogenic factors such as urbanization, tourism,
coastal development, and sand and vegetation removal to the coast. Assessing
coastal erosion and human impacts on Kalutara Calido Beach using Descriptive,
SWOT, Spatial, and Temporal analyses for sustainable management solutions.
The results indicate that Calido beach erosion is strongly affected by seasonal
climate variations, especially during the southwest monsoon when wave energy
and sediment transport are intensified. Sandy regosols in the region are another
cause to increase coastal erosion risk. Human intervention such as the widening
of the Kalu Ganga estuary and the removal of the beach sand bar due to the
significant floods experienced by Sri Lanka in 2017 have exacerbated this
erosion. Also, due to hotels built near the beach, irresponsible tourism, housing
complexes, shacks, and slums, unsafe wells, sand dredging along the Kalu Ganga,
and the removal of natural barriers such as mangroves, coastal erosion has
worsened. Engineering solutions such as pumping sand from the deep sea to
construct artificial beaches have only provided temporary relief. This study
concludes that a combination of geotechnical solutions, institutional awareness,
and climate adaptation strategies are essential for long-term sustainable coastal
management.

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ASSESSMENT OF INDOOR AIR QUALITY LEVELS IN HOMES: A
CASE STUDY FROM KEGALLE DISTRICT

Previous studies have predominantly focused on outdoor air quality, often assuming
that ambient air is the primary source of pollution. However, evidence indicates that
individuals spend most of their time indoors. Making outdoor measurements
insufficient for accurately assessing overall exposure to particulate matter (PM, s and
PM,) are key indoor pollutants that can exacerbate respiratory conditions. This study
aimed to evaluate indoor environmental PM2.5 and PM10 concentrations in
Galigamuwa DS Division, Kegalle through a cross-sectional study using parent-
reported health questionnaires, and a case-control study utilizing air samples for PM
measurement. There was a sample size of 50 houses in the Galigamuwa DS Division
in the Kegalle District and, through a stratified random sample, only houses using
firewood stoves were selected. in the first stage, a random sample of 5 out of the 53
GN Divisions in the Galigamuwa Division was selected, for the second stage
systematic random sampling was applied to select households within these GN
Divisions. Finally, parents living in the selected households were invited to
participate, representing the targeted group for this study. This multistage sampling
ensures a representative distribution across the study area while focusing on
household characteristics that influence indoor environmental quality and children’s
health. Statistical analysis employed descriptive statistics to assess PM levels in the
study area, conducted using SPSS software. The result indicated that PM2.5 and PM
10 levels exceed 60% of national standards or international thresholds (0 -50pug/m?)
in households, consistently recording PM concentrations between (60-70ug/m?)
across all Households, indicating elevated indoor air pollution. Such levels surpass
recommended guidelines for safe indoor air quality, passing potential health risks,
particularly for children who are more vulnerable to respiratory issues due to
prolonged exposure. These findings underscore the importance of adopting better
ventilation. However, despite the acceptable levels, the study recommended further
improvements in ventilation systems to maintain and potentially reduce particulate
matter (PM) levels over time. Additionally, the findings emphasized the need for
stricter indoor air quality regulations to ensure long—term protection against potential
health risks. Implementing these recommendations could lead to a sustained
reduction in PM levels within home environments, ultimately minimizing respiratory
health risks in similar settings.

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A STUDY OF THREATENED FAUNA DUE TO ECOSYSTEM
DEGRADATION CAUSED BY DRYING OUT OF A LAKE: A
REFERENCE TO WADIGA WEWA, HOROWPOTHANA.

Drying out of water bodies by human activities, climate changes or any other
natural phenomena can cause significant damage to the surrounding
ecosystem. This study aimed to assess the destruction of faunal diversity
caused by such incidents. The research was based at “Wadiga Wewa” in
Horowpothana. Basically, quantitative approach was initiated through field
observations and specimen collection within around three weeks of time
period starting from 8/4/2024.Specimens were collected using observational
surveys as well direct counting and a total of 72 specimens were collected.
From which 51% - Pterygoplichthys pardalis, 15% - Euphlyctis hexadactylus,
8% - Euphlyctis cyanophlyctis, 6% - Oreochromis sp., 5% - Garra
ceylonensis, 3% - Labeo rohita, 4% - Channa striata, 4% - Anguilla bicolor,
2% - Hoplobatrachus crassus and 2% - Channa marulius were recorded as
well 08 living Clarias brachysoma, 12 living Heteropneustes fossilis, 01 living
Geochelone elegans and 06 living Melanochelys trijuga thermalis individuals
were observed. Additionally, over 100 unidentified bone and body fragments
were discovered within the dried lakebed. The study determines which species
are most impacted. Some species indicated significant and rapid loss of their
sightings around the lake area along with the time, which were semi-aquatic
amphibians like Polypedates maculatus and avian species like Halcyon
smyrnensis. Since the beginning, the number of P.maculatus sightings has
dropped from 14 to 3 . Loss of habitats, lack of food, growth of invasive
species and increase in predators are the reasons for the collapse of faunal
diversity. Water management and habitat restoration are vital for the
prevention of vulnerable fauna.

CHURCH 'S FEAST CEREMONY IN SRI LANKA.

Sri Lanka is rich with various cultural projections, come from different
cultural identities created under a multi-religious environment. Roman
Catholicism is the second main religion in Sri Lanka and its historicity goes
back to Sri Lanka's Portuguese colonial period, according to certified
Archaeological evidence. This research work is aimed to study the
ethnographic background of this proposed tradition of “Roman Catholic
church feast ceremony” and give solutions to the lack of knowledge and
attention driven to this area, by the current Sri Lankan Roman Catholic society.
Questions in the identification of the difference between previous and current
cultural features that conventionally separated from each church, and evidence
that can be substantially and commonly acceptable to certify this proposed
event’s historical timeline goes back to the Portuguese time, were addressed
by this research. This research work was done in a qualitative methodology
with primary and secondary resources such as, books, newspaper articles, e-
resources and information collected by exploring in the field, including, some
of the ancient Roman Catholic churches in Sri Lanka. Results of this research
work can be divided into two parts as “revealing the historical environment”
and “explaining the cultural characteristics”. History of this tradition goes
back to the prior British colonial period. Introduce of "Church feast flag
hoisting ceremony by St. Joseph Vaz", and a historical “church feast
ceremony” held at Kandy in the Portuguese colonial time can be considered
as examples for the historicity mentioned earlier in the abstract. And, events
like, “Karaththa Mangalyaya” in the feast of St. Anne’s Church - Kattimahana,
“Oru Mangalyaya” in the feast of St. Anne’s Church - Thalawila and some
different “after feast day or pre-feast day Suruwam Perahera traditions” in
separated churches can be included in the proposed “cultural characteristics
explanation”.

FACTORS AFFECTING EDUCATIONAL POVERTY AMONG
SCHOOL CHILDREN IN THE ESTATE COMMUNITY: A STUDY
IN PUPURESSA, KANDY

Dinujaya Lakshan!, H.D.P. Premarathne’

Education is a fundamental right and essential for personal and social
development. However, children in estate communities often encounter
barriers that result in educational poverty. This study investigates factors
contributing to this issue among schoolchildren in Pupuressa Grama Niladhari
Division, Doluwa Divisional Secretariat, Kandy. It focuses on how
socioeconomic conditions, poor school infrastructure, cultural limitations, and
health issues hinder children's educational access and completion. To
understand this phenomenon both ontologically and epistemologically, a
mixed-methods approach was employed, allowing for cross-sectional breadth
and in-depth exploration. A survey questionnaire and semi-structured
interviews were conducted at Pupuressa Junior School with a stratified random
sample of 55 schoolchildren. The findings show that 41.8% of children
frequently lack essential school supplies due to their families' low incomes as
tea plantation workers. Overall, children experience educational poverty
marked by inadequate infrastructure, teacher shortages, limited computer and
laboratory facilities, and other deficiencies. Notably, 76% of children lack
access to a computer or internet at home. Limited access to nutritious meals
and transportation further exacerbates absenteeism. The study concludes that
educational poverty in this population arises from a complex interaction of
socioeconomic, infrastructural, health, and cultural factors. A comprehensive,
multi-stakeholder strategy is recommended, involving government,
businesses, NGOs, and community leaders to provide teacher training,
scholarships, nutritious meals, education on healthy eating habits, improved
school infrastructure, and solutions for transportation issues. Addressing basic
needs - such as subsidized supplies - and encouraging community involvement
is essential to enhance these children's educational and overall quality of life.

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THE FOUR BRAHMA VIHARAS IN CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE
PREVENTION

Child sexual abuse represents a pervasive global crisis with profound, lasting
impacts on survivors, requiring compassionate, multifaceted approaches to
prevention and support. This study addresses a gap in child protection
frameworks by exploring how the Buddhist ethical principles of the Four
Brahma Viharas “Metta (loving-kindness), Karuna (compassion), Mudita
(empathetic joy), and Upekkhda (equanimity)” can be applied to both the
prevention of child sexual abuse and the support of survivors. Grounded in the
Metta Sutta (Samyukta Nikaya) and supported by ethical guidelines in the
Vinaya Pitaka, this research investigates the role of these divine abodes as
foundations for a spiritually informed, ethically grounded response to child
abuse. The methodology includes a qualitative review of primary sources,
such as the Sutta Pitaka and Vinaya Pitaka of the Pali Canon, alongside
secondary literature and real-time case studies. By examining both theoretical
foundations and applied Buddhist practices, the study evaluates the potential
of Buddhist ethics, mindfulness (referenced in the Satipatthana Sutta of the
Majjhima Nikaya), and loving-kindness (Metta Sutta of the Khuddakapatha)
as healing mechanisms for survivors. The findings reveal that the Four Brahma
Viharas form a unified framework fostering empathy, non-harming intentions,
and emotional resilience, which help prevent child abuse and support survivor
recovery. Practices such as Metta and mindfulness meditation promote healing
by cultivating self-compassion and stability, essential for trauma recovery.
While applying these principles across cultures can be challenging, they retain
universal relevance through their focus on compassion. This research
concludes that integrating the Four Brahma Viharas into child protection
offers a compassionate, adaptable approach to address suffering and prevent
harm globally, underscoring the need for ethical, spiritually grounded
frameworks in child welfare initiatives worldwide.

Kalpitiya, located on the northwest coast of Sri Lanka, is recognized as one of
the island’s popular tourist destinations. Its unique appeal attracts both
domestic and international tourists, making it a standout location for those
seeking relaxation and excitement amidst Sri Lanka's coastal landscapes.
However, there are several challenges in Kalpitiya that impact the overall
tourist satisfaction and the sustainability of the region’s tourism development.
The objectives of this study are to identify the key challenges faced by tourists
in Kalpitiya and to suggest strategies for the identified issues. The study adopts
the qualitative approach, utilizing both primary and secondary data sources.
Primary data was collected through site observation and semi-structured
interviews with 30 respondents, including tourists, tour operators, hotel
operators, and local residents. Secondary data was gathered from previous
publications, journal articles, reports, and websites.

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POTENTIAL OF TRANSFORMING SRI LANKAN FOOD
INDUSTRY WITH ROBOTIC TECHNOLOGY IN SRI LANKA

Sri Lanka's food industry is a crucial component of the nation's economy,
ranging from small family-run operations to larger commercial enterprises.
Following global trends, the integration of robotic technology in the local food
supply chain presents an opportunity to enhance operational efficiency,
product quality, and streamline management processes. This study explores
the feasibility of adopting robotic technology within Sri Lanka's food sector,
highlighting its potential to modernize food production, processing, and
service practices. The study assessed the feasibility of robotic technology by
focusing on cost-efficiency, necessary infrastructure modifications, and its
applicability to local food production. Additionally, study examined the extent
of current robotic technology usage in Sri Lankan food establishments and
gauged employee attitudes towards its implementation. Data was collected
through a structured survey in the Negombo area and analyzed using SPSS,
with hypothesis testing to evaluate the relationship between variables. The
findings reveal a significant positive correlation between the adoption of
robotic technology and improvements in operational performance across food
businesses. Specially, 24.1% strongly agreed that robotic technology has the
potential to transform the Sri Lankan food industry by increasing efficiency
and improving product quality. However, challenges such as high initial
investment costs, workforce adaptation and financial feasibility were also
highlighted. Study revealed that despite increasing awareness of robotic
technology, its practical application remains restricted to businesses with the
necessary resources to implement such innovations. Furthermore, 65% of the
workforce expressed interest in training programs. The recommendations
include promoting robotics adoption through policy support, creating
affordable solutions for smaller businesses, and investing in workforce
training programs.
